Brief statement of areas of teaching interest: 
 

I believe in an interdisciplinary approach to teaching anthropology and public health courses.  I believe 
that applied medical anthropology uses a combination of many fields and is a discipline unto itself, not 
a sub-field of cultural anthropology alone.  When teaching medical anthropology, I use a four-field 
approach in which students are exposed to the medical aspects of social, biological, linguistic, and 
archaeological anthropology.  I also bring in theory and method from public health, particularly to 
show the applied aspects of the discipline.  I believe that teaching pubic health effectively requires 
knowledge of medical anthropology, particularly when dealing with cultural competency, social and 
behavioral epidemiology, and communication.  In all of my courses, my training in both anthropology 
and public health are evident, as are my training in both qualitative and quantitative methodology. 
 

Prior to coming to KUMC, I taught courses in anthropology and women’s studies, with a focus on 
health and healing, cultural competency, and research methods.  I have been teaching since 1995, 
starting as a TA, and have been teaching independently since 2000.  Since coming to KUMC, I have 
developed and taught a course in qualitative methods for the MPH program, have run small groups for 
first and second year medical students, co-directed the interdisciplinary research seminar in the 
MPH/K-30 programs, co-directed Clinical Epidemiology for second-year medical students, developed 
a lecture on health disparities for the first-year medical curriculum, and served as a faculty advisor for 
the International Health Elective in the fourth-year medical curriculum.  I have developed and taught 
seven different courses at the undergraduate level, one course in medical anthropology at the graduate 
level, one course in women’s studies at the graduate level, and one course in public health at the 
graduate level.  In addition, I developed a course in undergraduate epidemiology for the School of 
Allied Health at the University of Connecticut, for others to teach.  I currently have syllabi for an 
additional five courses at the graduate level, including “Advanced Qualitative Methods,” “Cultural 
Competency in Health Care,” “Health Literacy,” “Cross-Cultural Doctor-Patient Communication,” and 
“Disease in Human Evolution”, and am currently developing a graduate-level course focused on the 
intersection of anthropology and public health.  I am also developing an undergraduate introductory 
course in public health for the Haskell Indian Nations University. 
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In addition to teaching, I have been actively advising students since 2001 at the undergraduate level 
and 2003 at the graduate level.  I have served as an advisor to seven undergraduate students in 
anthropology, one graduate student in English, and have been a teaching supervisor to eight graduate 
students in anthropology.  I have served as a methods advisor to two master’s level and two doctoral 
level anthropology students.  Since becoming a faculty member at KUMC in July 2005, I have advised 
seven MPH students, am the chair of three MPH practicum committees, and serve on an additional five 
MPH practicum committees.  I am also on a dissertation committee for the Department of 
Anthropology and serve on the Scholarship Oversight Committee of a Fellow in Developmental 
Pediatrics.

Brief statement of areas of research and scholarly interest, including current projects: 

 
Culture Areas:  Native United States, United States ethnic minority and rural communities, children 
with special needs and their families, southern Utah “Downwinders”, college students 
 
Anthropological: American Indian illness, curing, and religion; explanatory models of cancer and 
developmental disabilities; medicinal ethnobotany; applied medical anthropology; history of medicine; 
disease in human evolution; biomedicine as a culture; altered states of consciousness in healing; CAM 
in the United States; combinations of qualitative and quantitative methodology 
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Public Health: reducing health disparities, cancer screening and prevention, health literacy, cross-
cultural health care communication and cultural competency, health education, health communication 
through technology, community-based participatory research, developmental disabilities, social and 
behavioral epidemiology, cancer epidemiology 
 
Prior to coming to KUMC, I was the principal investigator on two grants at the undergraduate level 
and three grants at the graduate level.  I was a co-investigator on one grant at the graduate level.  At 
present I am the PI on an NCI-funded R03 focused on the needs and barriers to colorectal cancer 
screening in the American Indian/Alaska Native population and a Special Populations Grant from the 
Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation focused on the needs and barriers to mammography in the 
same population.  I am also currently the principal investigator on a recently funded internal research 
grant focused on developing educational materials for the All Nations Breath of Life smoking 
cessation program.  I am currently the project director on an American Lung Association-funded 
feasibility assessment of a smoking cessation program for American Indians/Alaska Natives (PI: Choi) 
and the project director on the clinical trial of this project, funded by the American Cancer Society (PI: 
Choi).  I am a co-investigator/lead qualitative analyst on an NCI-funded R21 examining the use of 
touch screen computers to increase patient’s discussion of colorectal cancer screening with their 
physician (PI: Engelman).  I am the project director for departmental efforts to develop and test a 
culturally-tailored smoking cessation program for American Indians/Alaska Natives (All Nations 
Breath of Life) and serve as lead qualitative analyst on several additional projects. 
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Projects recently completed or currently underway include:  
 

A. Smoking Cessation in American Indians/Alaska Natives:  AI/AN have the highest smoking rates in 
the country compared to other racial/ethnic groups.  However, there is currently no smoking cessation 
intervention targeted specifically for this population.  Since coming to KUMC in 2004 as a Postdoctoral 
Fellow, I have been working with the AI/AN population in Kansas, primarily through the Haskell 
Health Center and several urban Indian organizations to develop a targeted smoking cessation program 
for AI/AN.  As the Project Director for this research team, I have been intricately involved in all phases 
of development of the program, curriculum design and assessment, and pilot-testing.  Our collaborations 
have led to several national presentations, two published manuscripts and one manuscript in press and 
three funded grants.  The next step in this project is the development of a culturally-targeted Internet site 
focused on smoking and health, and ultimately, on-line smoking cessation.  I currently have one grant 
under review to continue the research in this direction. 

 
B. Cancer Screening in American Indians/Alaska Natives:  Though AI/AN have the lowest screening 

rates for all major cancers of any ethnic group in the US, few studies have been done to determine what 
the barriers are to screening and what needs the population has.  I currently have two funded grants to 
conduct ethnographic assessments of the AI/AN community to determine needs and barriers to cancer 
screening, as well as knowledge and attitudes towards screening.  One of these grants focuses on 
colorectal cancer screening and will be funded by the National Cancer Institute.  The other grant focuses 
on mammography and is funded by the Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation.  Our assessment 
involves semi-structured interviews with providers and community leaders and focus groups of 
community members, both augmented by systematic ethnographic data collection methods.   

 
C. Use of Novel Tailored Reminders in Rural Primary Care:  This project tests the usefulness of 

computer-generated, individually-tailored reminders about colon cancer screening in the rural 
population of Kansas.  It focuses on whether these reminders will increase the number of people who 
talk with their doctor about colon cancer screening.  We have thus far conducted three focus groups, all 
of which I ran, in rural areas.  The data from these groups is being used to help inform our intervention 
and we plan to submit the results to the Journal of Health Informatics.  This project is funded by the 
National Cancer Institute (PI: Engelman). 

 
D. Obesity and the High School Environment:  This study focuses on food choices that are available to 

students at high schools in Kansas and the perceptions of administrators and school dieticians of their 
role in reducing obesity in this population.  It also looks at school physical education classes.  It is 
currently funded by the Pfizer Scholars in Public Health Grants (PI: Nollen) and I serve as the 
qualitative methodologist for the project.  We currently have one manuscripts under review and one 
manuscript in preparation. 

 
E. Perceptions of Body Image and Weight Reduction Programs among Obese African American 

Women:  This focus group study examined how best to tailor a weight reduction program to obese 
African American women and will be used to inform interventions.  I served as the lead qualitative data 
analyst and we currently have one manuscript in press (PI: Befort). 

 
F. Diabetic Smokers and Cessation:  This focus group study examined what diabetic African Americans 

know about the health consequences of smoking related to diabetes and how cessation efforts may target 
that population.  These focus groups will be used to inform interventions.  I served as the lead 
qualitative data analyst and we currently have one manuscript in preparation (PI: Thomas). 
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G. Support Persons for African American Obese/Overweight Women for Weight Loss:  This focus 
group study examines and compares the attitudes and opinions of obese and overweight African 
American women.  The results will be used to develop a support-based weight loss program for this 
population.  I serve as the lead qualitative data analyst and we currently have one manuscript in 
preparation (PI: Thomas). 

 
H. Support Persons for Smokers: This focus group study examines the beliefs of smokers and potential 

support persons for smoking cessation (e.g. spouses, friends, etc.) with regards to actively supporting 
someone through the cessation process.  It involves focus groups with smokers, support persons, and 
dyads of both smokers and their support people.  I serve as the lead qualitative data analyst on this 
project and we currently have one manuscript in preparation (PI: Thomas). 

 
I. Parents’ Beliefs about Their Child’s Obesity in Rural Kansas: This NIH-funded career development 

award involves focus groups conducted through telemedicine in rural areas throughout Kansas.  Parents 
were asked about their beliefs surrounding their children’s overweight/obesity problems and how to help 
them to lose weight.  I serve as lead qualitative data analyst and we currently have one manuscript in 
preparation (PI: Davis). 

 
J. Parents’ Beliefs about Their Child’s Disability in Peru: This study involves semi-structured 

interviews with the parents of children with varying degrees of disability at the Ann Sullivan Center in 
Peru.  It is part of the collaborative effort between KUMC-Developmental Disabilities Center and the 
Center.  We are currently collecting data and I serve as the lead qualitative analyst (PI: Peacock).
