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TEACHING ACTIVITIES:

Brief statement of areas of teaching interest:

Since my appointment to the University of Kansas, | have devoted in excess of 30% of my time towards
teaching. This teaching consists of four distinct activities: 1) Formal teaching of medical students in required
Preventive Medicine courses; 2) Clinical teaching; 3) Advising of graduate students; and 4) Research mentorship.
Throughout all of these teaching activities, | try to encourage learner-centered education with a strong emphasis
on students identifying and learning from their own resource materials.

1) Health of the Public: I developed this course shortly after my arrival at the University of Kansas and have
been the director since its inception in 1997. The primary purpose of this course is to provide 4™ year medical
students with skills and understanding of the ‘population-wide forces’ that influence medical care. In this 4-week
course, students address a variety of themes including health care finance, access to care, behavioral approaches
to population health, evidence-based medicine, measuring and improving quality of care, occupational health and
environmental health. Students are required to work on a project that will provide them with practical experience
in tackling a population-health issue. Clearly, the most rewarding aspect of teaching this course is mentoring
students on these projects.

2) Clinical teaching: | have the opportunity to teach medical students and residents one month each year on the
inpatient general medicine service and %2 day each week in the general medicine clinic. | also provide
opportunities each year for 2" year medical students to work with me in my own Y% day per week clinic. | have
two primary goals for my clinical teaching. First, | want to instill in both residents and students a deep sense of
duty, commitment, and respect for their patients regardless of their medical condition. Second, I try to foster an
appreciation for life-long learning. This second goal fits very nicely with my frequently Socratic style of
teaching. Although I ask students and residents many questions, | encourage them to admit when they don’t
know an answer and then we work together to find the answer.

3) Advising of graduate students: Each year | advise MPH students, participate on their thesis committees and
assist them with their practicum or thesis experience. | have also had the privilege of working with both master
and doctoral level nursing students on their research project or thesis. Again, for these activities, I try to serve as
a coach as the student goes through the learning process. | frequently, however, need to provide concrete
assistance in organization of their activities.

4) Research mentorship: | have also provided research mentorship to other faculty such as Dr. Kimberly
Engelman, who has now received her own independent funding with a large ACS grant. | have mentored Dr.
Patricia Howard and Dr. Theresa Shireman in efforts to analyze large Medicare datasets. Again this relationship
has led to several publications and an two AHA grants for Dr. Shireman. | have also mentored Dr. Andrea
Charbonneau who also recently received an AHA grant.

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RESEARCH AND SCHOLARLY ACTIVITIES:
Brief statement of areas of research interest and current projects underway:

Dr. Ellerbeck’s primary research interest is in measuring and improving quality of care. This research
work began during the five years that Dr. Ellerbeck worked at the Health Care Financing Administration
directing a national project to measure and improve care for Medicare patients with acute myocardial
infarction. At that time he also worked on preliminary efforts for national quality improvement projects
in congestive heart failure and preventive health care. Since joining the University of Kansas, Dr.
Ellerbeck has continued his efforts to examine quality and outcomes of care of patients with
cardiovascular diseases and has expanded his research activities into descriptive and interventional
research in preventive health care, mammography, and smoking cessation.

Preventive care and mammography

Based on their work together under the KFMC contract, Dr. Engelman and Dr. Ellerbeck have published
a series of articles on colorectal cancer screening, mammography, and academic detailing. Based on their
work on this contract, Dr. Engelman was able to obtain a CRFA training grant. Their work together also
led to Dr. Engelman’s ACS grant to examine patient satisfaction with mammography services. They are
completing reports on variations in repeat mammography rates and the relationship between
mammography satisfaction and repeat mammograms.

Cardiovascular care

Through the KFMC contract Dr. Ellerbeck has been able to access a variety of Medicare datasets for
patients with cardiovascular diseases. With Pat Howard, Pharm.D. in the School of Pharmacy, they have
analyzed quality of care for patients with atrial fibrillation, leading to several publications. This work
also led to grants from the American Heart Association.looking at the relationship between hospital
infrastructure and quality of care for AMI and examining the relationship between warfarin, aspirin, and
bleeding in Medicare patients with atrial fibrillation.

Smoking cessation

Since 1992, the Department of Family Medicine has had a summer research program for medical students
working with rural physicians. In 1999, Dr. Ellerbeck began to work with these students to conduct an
observational study of smoking cessation and other preventive services. This study has now led to four
peer-reviewed publications. More importantly, this work has formed the foundation for a 3 million dollar
grant funded by the NCI to conduct an intervention to improve smoking cessation services in rural
primary care. Dr. Ellerbeck is the PI on this grant.
