RESEARCH FOCUS 
 

a) United States 
Field studies combining nutrition and anthropological research 
techniques to determine patterns of food intake of various popu-
lations; processes of food use and of dietary change, and spe-cific 
determinants of food use and of dietary change. 

 
Since 1969, my field research team has been conducting a series of 
nutri-ethnographic studies in a predominantly black, working class 
neighborhood in the northeast section of Kansas City, Kansas.  The 
nutri-ethnographic approach entails participant observation in the 
community and intensive study of a 5% random sample of house ho-
lds using a structured, open and close-ended nutri-ethnographic 
research instrument.  The study began with 150 households in 1970 
and had retained 64 of these households by 1983.  The total sample 
in 1983: 130 households.  Outcomes of these long-term studies 
include (1) a specific field approach to studying the patterning of 
habitual food intake, THE DIETARY PATTERNING APPROACH; (2) 
details on dietary change processes; and (3) determinants of dietary 
change. 

 
Other outcomes include (1) practical information on infant and child 
feeding (1972); (2) home food production practices in an urban 
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setting (1972); (3) nutrition and lifestyles of an aging black populat-
ion (1982); (4) patterns and processes of dietary change (1981,19-
83); (5) intrahousehold food distribution patterns (1975,1983); and 
(6) the concept of Dietary Individualism or intrahousehold variability 
in food intake patterns.

The above research program has been expanded to include studies 
on food intake, food use and dietary change processes in Grenada, 
W.I. in 1981 and a major study in Egypt as part of the AID funded 
Nutrition Collaborative Research Support Program (Nutrition CRSP), 
1982-1987.  In this study, we are measuring and determining the 
functional consequences (social, economic, biological, behavioral 
psychological) of various levels of food intake on individuals (adults, 
infants and children), and households in an Egyptian village.
