Research and Scholarly Activities: 
 
Brief statement of areas of research interest and current projects underway:   
 
Research interest: My overall research interests are to provide leadership at the state and national levels in 
conducting cancer surveillance and identification of mechanisms toward cancer prevention and control; 
Development of outcomes measures in assessing stroke care as well as outcomes in patients with spine 
deformities. Specific areas of interest: chronic disease epidemiology (specifically, cancer and 
Neuroepidemiology), clinical trials, survival analysis, outcome assessments, and applied statistics. Individual 
research projects are briefly described below.  
 
Current projects underway are: 
 
A. Kansas Cancer Registry & Cancer Surveillance – In order to examine cancer burden in various regions of 
Kansas and evaluate effectiveness of cancer treatments for Kansans with cancer, a population-based cancer 
registry that ascertains Kansans with all types of cancer is a must. This grant proposal funded by CDC with a 
KDHE matching component was to conduct complete ascertainment of Kansans diagnosed with cancer in a 
timely fashion. As the Principal Investigator of this grant, my duties include management of 12 staff members 
including 2 MDs, 1 Ph.D, 3 Certified Tumor Registrars, 3 Master-Degree level statisticians, 1 Geographical 
Information Systems Specialist, 2 administrative assistants, and staff-shared with the Kansas Masonic Cancer 
Research Institute. This project worked with 135 hospitals, 44 pathology laboratories, 18 radiation treatment 
centers, 7 free-standing surgical centers, 5 major oncology clinics, and hundreds of physicians in private 
practice. Since the grant was first funded in 1994, the PI (Dr. Sue-Min Lai) has testified before the Senate and 
House to enact a cancer reporting law. With support from the Kansas Medical Society, American Cancer 
Society, and Kansas Pathology Association, and Kansas Hospital Association, this law was enacted in 1997 
which ensures patients’ confidentiality and at the same time streamlines cancer reporting in Kansas. Since then, 
the Kansas Cancer Registry has been awarded a GOLD certification for its completeness, timeliness, and data 
quality. Data from the Kansas Cancer Registry have been used in over 50 cancer cluster investigations lead by 
me as well as other epidemiologists both statewide and national. Because of my expertise in cancer cluster 
investigations and accomplishment as director of the Kansas Cancer Registry, I have been invited to testify 
before the U.S. President’s Cancer Panel on behalf of rural Americans about cancer burden and the need for 
improvement. I was also invited to testify as an expert witness before the U.S. Senate Select Committee to 
address methods to conduct cancer cluster investigations. Cancer burden and cancer statistics are now published 
annually for the purpose of cancer planning, research, addressing the public’s concerns, and policy making in 
Kansas. Because of the excellent data quality, data from the registry were included in the first ever published 
U.S. Cancer Statistics. Other publications using data from the registry include 10 technical reports, 2 peer-
reviewed published articles, over 15 oral and abstract presentations in national and international conferences, 
and an editorship for the U.S. Colorectal Cancer Monograph.  
 
The Kansas Cancer Registry is intended to be, and will continue as a vehicle for population-based cancer 
epidemiological studies. Several funded and not funded studies in collaboration with the Kansas Cancer 
Registry are briefly described below.    
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1.  Pesticides and Risk for Prostate Cancer using the Geographic Information System, funded by CDC 
(PI: Sue-Min Lai, 2001-2004) - Using GIS technology to examine potential prostate cancer clusters in 
Kansas and investigate any relationship between pesticides exposure and risk for prostate cancer. Five 
presentations have been given at national and international conferences, 1 manuscript under review, and 
2 manuscripts in preparation. 

 
2.  Reducing Ethnic and Racial Health Disparities, funded by Robert Wood Johnson Foundation (PI: 

Kim Kimminau, 2002-2003) – As part of this project, data from the Kansas Cancer Registry were used 
to identify disparities of cancer burden in Kansas. 

 
3.  Kansas Statewide Comprehensive Cancer Control Initiative, funded by CDC (PI: Paula Marmet, 

2003-2007, Co-investigator – Sue-Min Lai) - Using the data collected from the Kansas Cancer 
Registry, a Kansas statewide comprehensive cancer control program has been initiated. This initiative 
involves all cancer related societies and associations, KDHE, Kansas hospitals including KUMC, CDC, 
and others. Five major cancer sites have been targeted for this control initiative in which I serve in the 
executive committee and as the spokesperson for efforts related to cervical cancer control and planning. 
The comprehensive cancer control initiative will include activities from prevention, to treatment, to 
pain control, and to end-of-life care.   

 
4.  A new semi-automated method of grading breast carcinoma based on a multivariate analysis (PI: 

Ossama Tawfik; Co-investigator – Sue-Min Lai and others) – This study examined predictability of 
a new histologic grading system (called KU grading system) by comparing this system to the SBR 
system in their ability to predict long term outcomes like survival and recurrence. Patients’ outcome, 
follow-up data, and some tumor characteristics are obtained from the Kansas Cancer Registry. 
Manuscript is in preparation. 

 
5.  Prognostic significance of ploidy, MIB-1 proliferation marker and P53 in renal cell carcinoma: A 

clinical-pathologic study. (PI: Ossama Tawfik; Co-investigator – Sue-Min Lai and others) – This 
study utilizes clinical and follow-up data registered in the Kansas Cancer Registry to examine the 
ability of using ploidy, MIB-1 proliferation markers, and P53 to predict the long-term prognosis for 
patients with renal cell carcinoma. The project is underway. 

 
6.  Comparison of cost in the treatment of advanced oropharyngeal squamous cell carcinoma (PI: 

Derrick Wallace; Consultant: Sue-Min Lai) – This is a chart review study to compare the 
survivorship and   costs of different treatment modalities in subjects with advanced squamous cell 
carcinoma. The study utilized data from the Kansas Cancer Registry to identify participating patients’ 
short- and long-term survivorship. Manuscript is in preparation.  

 
 B. Stroke Impact Scale - The Stroke Impact Scale was developed to quantify impact of stroke on impairment, 

disability, and quality of life. The instrument is the only scale that is validated to comprehensively assess stroke 
impact from the perspectives of patients, care givers, and health care professionals including neurologists, 
neurosurgeons, and rehabilitation specialists. This scale was subsequently patented under KUMC in 1999 and is 
currently being used in a multitude of international clinical drug trials and has become one of the outcome 
measures used by physicians for patient care. A recent grant from Glaxo/SmithKline (described below) is to 
demonstrate the value of using the Stroke Impact Scale as the primary outcome measure in acute stroke trials. 
The proposal is currently being reviewed by FDA. This scale has been translated into the following languages: 
Australian English, Austrian German, Belgian Dutch, Belgian French, Canadian French, Danish, Dutch, French, 
German, Italian, Japanese, Norwegian New Zealand English, Portuguese, Spanish, Swedish, and UK English.  
 
C. Kansas Claude D. Pepper Older Americans Independence Center Grant: Stroke Epidemiology, Recovery, 
and Development - The center grant was to study factors affecting stroke in elderly persons, and to conduct 
basic and clinical research on ways for elderly Americans to lead more independent life styles for as long as 
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possible. Six core projects constituted the center grant. I was the P.I. of a core that examined epidemiology of 
stroke recovery through establishment of a Kansas City wide stroke registry. The registry recruited patients 
from 18 hospitals in the Kansas City area. The Kansas City Stroke Registry has also provided patients for two 
NIH funded intervention trials, a stroke study funded by the American Heart Associations, and for KUMC 
investigators who have no access to stroke populations for their studies. In addition, as the stroke 
epidemiologist, I also provided mentorship to faculty and researchers in the areas of aging epidemiological 
research. 
 
D. Idiopathic Scoliosis and Spine Deformities - To study epidemiology of scoliosis and spine deformities, as 
well as their short- and long-term outcomes after spine instrumentation. The Scoliosis Research Society – 22 
(SRS-22) was developed and refined for evaluating surgical outcomes in both pediatric and adult patients. The 
SRS-22 was officially adopted by the Scoliosis Research Society to be the outcome measure for patients with 
scoliosis. This outcome scale has been translated into Spanish, Hebrew, Turkish, Chinese, and Japanese. The 
long term goal of a series of related projects in scoliosis and spine deformities is to identify optimal treatment 
strategies that orthopedic surgeons can adopt in their daily practice to improve morbidities and mortality 
resulting from treatment modalities and to enhance patients’ quality of life. To fulfill this long-term goal, 
discussion with major orthopedic surgery centers in the nation is underway to pull patients from all centers 
together to maximize the statistical power that is required to test a series of hypothesis using a standardized 
design with uniform criteria for patient recruitment and data collection. 
 
Past projects were: 
Prostate cancer in rural medically underserved areas – identified prostate cancer burden in rural Kansas and 
ascertained accuracy of prostate cancer diagnosis. Results have been presented to the U.S. President’s Cancer 
Panel and included in the U.S. Congressional Report.  
 
Lehigh Valley, Pennsylvania Recurrent Stroke Study: Identified risk factors associated with stroke 
recurrence and also studied effects of risk factor(s) control on stroke recurrence. Nineteen peer-reviewed papers 
have been published and over fifty oral and poster presentations have been done.  
 
Characterizing measures of stroke outcomes - examined sensitivity, specificity, and validity of various 
instruments that are commonly used to assess stroke recovery. Sensitivity to change of these instruments was 
also tested using stroke patients from the Kansas City Stroke Study. 
 
Evaluation of Proxy Responses to the Stroke Impact Scale - evaluated proxy responses to the Stroke Impact 
Scale and also examined reliability of this instrument using telephone interview. This project is critical in stroke 
care because a great percentage of stroke patients are too severe to participate in ongoing acute stroke trials. 
Examining validity and reliability of proxy responses to the Stroke Impact Scale allowed us to include severe 
stroke patients using proxy responses in therapeutic trials and thus generalize drug efficacy to those severe 
stroke patients who would never have had a chance to be put on various neuroprotective therapies.
