This ordinance was proposed by the Drug Policy Forum of Kansas because students
convicted of marijuana possession in district, state, and federal courts lose eligibility for
student loans for 2 years. This city ordinance provides for prosecution of marijuana offenses
at the city level; preserves student loan eligibility for convicted arrestees; carries a mandatory
$200 fine that can be reduced at the discretion of the judge; requires a mandatory, evidence-
based evaluation to ascertain whether arrestees meet criteria for marijuana abuse or
dependence; and, where appropriate, provides a gateway into treatment. [Identified and
